Position Overview

- The principal task for this position is to connect the Lewis and Clark Co-Op to the Lewis and Clark community, Portland and other cooperatives.   Through contacts, information and resources, the CC coordinator should strive to make the Co-Op a more sustainable and established place within the Lewis and Clark Community.  
Responsibilities
- At the start of each semester, the CC coordinator should update the “community corner” at the Co-Op.  This includes making new coordinator pictures and contact information so members can contact the appropriate person.  Also, making sure that the corkboard and calendar of events are kept up to date.
