Environmental Sustainability Coordinator
The environmental sustainability position promotes stewardship of the environment at the student cooperative. This coordinator is responsible for investigating the environmental sustainability of all products and infrastructural changes at the co-op. The environmental coordinator is also the co-op representative on the SEED board. The coordinator encourages environmental awareness and expression among co-op users, and ensures that the co-op waste stream/energy usage is as efficient as possible. This involves ensuring that workers are fully participating in the recycling and composting efforts and undertaking an energy audit of the co-op appliances once a semester to determine our overall energy usage and identify areas of over-use.  This position is also responsible for maintaining the co-op carbon credit program via purchase of carbon offsets from the Climate Trust (local Portland nonprofit) to eliminate the co-op’s carbon dioxide emissions. In order to ensure this program’s sustainability the coordinator must estimate the required funding each year and incorporate this figure into the annual CBC budget request. 
In addition, the environmental coordinator is encouraged to oversee projects designed to reduce the co-op’s environmental foodprint or educate the Lewis and Clark community on environmental issues. Some examples of projects are:
-Implementation of a permaculture garden in the front of the LC co-op
 -Replace Pac-man lawn with an Eco-lawn (clovers, wildflowers, etc.)

-Organize educational fieldtrips open to the community to places such as the Bonneville Dam or to energy efficient homes in Portland (solar homes tour).

-Take an Energy Assessment and replace Co-op appliances with more energy efficient                                  ones (e.g. Energy Star).

-Create a hydroponic garden to grow herbs and vegetables for the Co-op

-Install Solar Panels

-Make cob benches

-Install a bike generator in the Co-op
